Uprooting
T explain: 
Discussion of why people may move from somewhere they feel they really belong.
This can feel like ‘uprooting’ Slide 3
· Could share personal experience of family members moving

· Could do a Location Family Tree – focussing on places that family members have moved to, if appropriate. slide 4

	Opening up Ideas  20 minutes  
On the Move
T Explain: 

On the Move activity: What drives our choices?

Group work: How would the focus person respond to these questions? Slides 5-6
1. Why have you moved? What is your motivation? [Reaffirm what the story has told them and draw it out].

2. What are the advantages of your choice?

3. What are the disadvantages of your choice?

Then consider for your person:

4. Do you think their reasons are valid ones?

5. What could they have done instead? (other than just not move)

6. What might other people have to say about the choice – their family; or the people in the country or new place they are moving to; or the community they have left behind?

Groups Feedback: Summarise your thinking – in a One Minute report.

Motivation to move slide 7
T: Return to idea of choice – is it a free choice, or a forced choice in each case? Level of choice – rank them as to how much choice people have in each case. Is it a good choice for each of the characters? (Stay or Go section of 2.2 On the Move sheet (Could discuss the financial cost of such a move, as well as the emotional cost).

T – now focus on Persecution, fear of life (last family on the On the Move sheet)

· This is the one with the least level of ‘choice’.
· Other groups who have to flee (e.g. witness protection, people fleeing domestic abuse)
